After months of research focusing on community issues that are critical to children and families in Central Indiana, the Junior League of Indianapolis announced they will focus their collective efforts on improving reading skills in our community.

Since 1922 the Junior League of Indianapolis has devoted their time, talent and treasure on several community projects, from working with Riley Hospital to helping launch the Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure here in Indianapolis.  The League has donated nearly $7 million in grant funding to 163 community partners since 1922 and each year League members collectively donate more than 11,500 hours in volunteer time to the organizations and causes that they support. 

“The Junior League of Indianapolis is a membership organization of over 1,000 dedicated women who truly care about our community and who want to make a difference.  Most of the areas that we researched had some connection to reading. By narrowing our focus to the area of reading we are confident that we’ll be able to improve the lives of Central Indiana children and families,” stated Junior League president Cece Gerdenich. 

The League is launching this new initiative in support of early childhood reading with a “Great Start” book drive today through March 14; League members are collecting children’s books. All books are being donated to local youth serving agencies including Day Nursery and St. Mary’s Child’s Center.
